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President’s Perspective

In case you are wondering what NAHB has
done for you lately...here is a quick recap of a
couple of items:

Topic #1 EPA UPDATE:

Friday, June 18th, NAHB scored a clear victory

when EPA announced that it would delay enforce-
ment of the worker training and firm certification requirements for the Lead-
Based Paint (LBP) rule. Although the rule became effective April 22, this
new directive effectively gives remodelers until Oct. 1, 2010 to file for firm
certification, until Sept. 30 for workers to register and Dec. 31 for workers
to take the required training course. However, they will still be required to
use lead-safe work practices during this time. As you recall, NAHB has been
urging EPA to delay the rule for a number of reasons, including the lack of
training providers and training opportunities.

EPA's action is in direct response to NAHB's continued involvement in the
LBP rule, NAHB's petition to delay the rule, NAHB's work with the HBA of
Tennessee to provide relief in areas damaged by the recent flooding, NAHB's
strong support of Senator Collin's amendment to the Supplemental
Appropriations Act that would delay the rule's effective date, and NAHB's
efforts to educate the Members of Congress on the rule and its ramifications.
Indeed, EPA's memo acknowledges that the delay was necessary because of
concerns raised by the regulated community. Now that EPA has heard and acted
on our concerns, it is incumbent on NAHB to continue to provide support to
remodelers to increase their awareness of the rule and inform them of the
opportunities to get the necessary training and certification.

It is very rare that we are able to claim clear victories in the regulatory arena,
yet EPA's delay of enforcement of the LBP rule is exactly that. Unfortunately,
there are still a number of uphill battles ahead in the LBP arena related to clear-
ance testing and removal of the "opt-out" provision - battles that staff and the
members will continue to fight.

Topic #2 - Extended closing date for Tax credit to Home buyers!

The Senate wrapped up a second week of debate on important "tax extenders"
legislation that includes a number of provisions supported by NAHB, but
remains shy of the 60 votes needed to move forward. In a second "test vote"
held on Thursday night, the latest compromise was rejected by a vote of 56-40.
It is unclear what additional changes Senate leaders can make to attract the 60
votes they need for passage.

Discussions were to continue over the weekend. Meanwhile, a key amendment
to the bill that would extend the closing date deadline for the home buyer tax
credit program to September 30 for homes under contract on or before April 30
was passed by the Senate on June 16. This change was championed by Senate
Majority Leader Harry Reid (D-NV) and Senator Johnny Isakson (R-GA).

At the June Developers/Builders/Government Affairs meeting,
ACHD gave the following power-point presentation. The presen-
tation can be viewed with example pictures on request by email-
ing fhickman@heritagewifi.com.

Mud Tracking/Stock piling
Sediment in Streets
by ACHD

Developers and Builders need to know who is responsible for
Erosion/Sediment Control. Is the building lot part of larger com-
mon development? Did ESC duties transfer when lot was sold?

Sediment and other contaminants entering the public streets and
storm drains:
* Is a public nuisance
* Sediment and other contaminants can cause the storm
drains to fail (plugging seepage beds and ponds) which can
cause flooding and property damage.
 Contaminate surface and groundwater.

Developers and Builders are responsible for containing all sedi-
ment and pollutants on-site.
 Waters of the U.S. are under jurisdiction of the EPA. The
EPA can levy fines up to $37,500/day for violations of the
Clean Water Act. EPA sent info letter to area builders in
May.
» EPA will be visiting the Boise area sometime this summer
for random inspections.

Stockpiling in Streets

In some instances, foundation excavations are stockpiled in
streets. Once the storm drain is installed and the streets paved,
ACHD is concerned about sediment entering the system. The
storm drain system may need to be rebuilt (seepage beds) at the
offending parties expense. When material suppliers deliver
trusses and other building materials and leave them in the street's
this creates an obstruction and safety hazard.

The Search for Solutions

Meridian has offered to:
« Distribute ACHD created information materials with
building permits.
» Offered police assistance to assist with stockpiling in R/W.
* Police may issue citations for mud tracking if there is a
witness.

Staff created a procedure focused on helping to educate and
encouraging builders to address and fix problems. There are
punitive damages for severe and repeat offenders. This process
applies to the portions of Ada County outside Boise and Garden
City limits. Violations within Boise or Garden City are handled
through the city's ESC enforcement program.

Attention Developers and Builders

ACHD goals to address sediment and stockpiling in public
streets:
* Get the word out and to help educate the industry through
the BCA.
 Help Developers and Builders take responsibility for these
issues.
« We do not want to penalize people unless forced to.

ACHD expects local Developers and Builders to keep the
streets clean and maintain BMPs wherever they work in Ada
County. They have the same responsibilities to keep the
streets clean whether or not there is an Erosion Control
Ordinance (like in Boise or Garden City).

ACHD Procedure for ESC & Stockpiling Issues

Upon discovery of a violation, the ACHD inspector will attempt
to speak to the contractor or Responsible Person on site and
request their help with cleanup. ACHD will provide Erosion &
Sediment Control educational materials and explain the need for
cleanup and compliance. If not on-site, ACHD will attempt to
get the contact info for them and the lot owner to contact them
about the situation and offer outreach education.

Notice of Violation (NOV)
First NOV Notice. ACHD provides verbal and written NOV to
field crews.ACHD sends NOV to the contractor's office to
inform them of the situation and offer outreach education and
work towards potential solutions.

Second NOV Notice. If after five days the contractor fails to
comply with the NOV, the ACHD Inspector issues a second
written NOV to field crews with a copy mailed to property
owner and contractor's main office. When the aforementioned
verbal and outreach measures fail to remedy the problem,
ACHD will issue a Notice of Violation.

ACHD Procedure for ESC & Stockpiling Issues
Info Sign. ACHD will post a warning sign for mud tracking and
stockpiling in areas where there are multiple offenders.

Third NOV Notice, Issue Police Citation. Contact Police Dept.
to file a formal complaint and request they issue a citation per
Idaho State Statute 18-3906 for debris in the roadway. Debris in
the roadway is a misdemeanor.
e Compliance by end of next business day.
* ACHD contacts the contractor's office to inform them of the
situation.

Currently, buyers who signed a sales contract by April 30 and
are able to close on their homes by June 30 can still qualify
for a tax credit. However, due to delays in completing trans-
actions, particularly complicated ones such as short sales,
many purchases may not be finalized before the end of this
month. Therefore, the amendment would extend the dead-
line for a closing to the end of September. Note, however,
that the House and Senate still have to pass this bill with
this amendment intact before any changes will take effect.

One important provision of the overall bill, the American
Jobs and Closing Tax Loopholes Act of 2010, is an
"exchange" provision for the Low Income Housing Tax
Credit program allowing state housing finance agencies to
trade in a portion of their tax credit allocation for grant dol-
lars to support local affordable housing, a measure that has
strong NAHB support. Also included in the latest compro-
mise is a provision NAHB sought to allow disaster low
income housing tax credits to be included in the exchange.

(In response to Hurricane Katrina in 2005 and the 2007
floods in the Midwest, Congress allocated additional "disas-
ter" tax credits, but they were not eligible for the exchange
when it was created in 2009.)

Other NAHB-supported provisions include extensions of the
New Energy Efficient Home Tax Credit (45L Credit) and the
National Flood Insurance Program. However, a major issue
for NAHB and its members has been the way that Congress
intends to pay for this legislation by changing the taxation of
carried interest. That said, the Senate's latest version of the
bill contains some significant changes to this provision. The
Senate is now proposing to tax carried interest as 75% ordi-
nary income, 25% capital gains, but has added a more favor-
able holding period: assets held for 5 years would be taxed as
50% ordinary income, 50% capital gains. Previously, the
Senate proposed a 7-year holding period with a 55-45 blend.
A cloture vote that would block any filibuster and bring the
legislation to a final vote in the Senate was scheduled to
occur on Friday.

Contractor Clean-up. If ACHD hires a contractor to do the
cleanup Stockpiles are placed back on the property. Sweeping of
streets and cleaning of storm drain plus installation of BMPs are
done in the right-of-way, not on private property. New BMP's
are placed in the right-of-way around the site.

Record Keeping and Billing: Offender shall pay their share of
the cost of staff time and cleanup costs. ACHD Accounting
sends a bill to the property owner and contractor with timeframe
to pay. If not paid, Accounting will collect by any and all legal
means available including filing a lien against the property.

Legal Implications
Stockpiling dirt and building materials in ACHD right-of-way is
unlawful. Per Idaho State Statute 18-3906 and 40-2319, parties
responsible for placing debris or other obstructions in the right-
of-way are subject to citation by the Police with fines up to $300
and 10 days in jail. Section 3 of ACHD Ordinance 190 allows
ACHD to clean up the debris and bill staff time and cleanup
costs back to the offending party.

Effective BMPs
Basic Erosion Sediment Control Requirements
« Drop inlet protection. Witches hats, coconut fabric, other
devices inside the DI that do not obstruct bicycles.
» Material stockpiles. Keep out of the right-of-way (unless
permitted). If permitted, implement requirements for
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stabilization and make sure it does not impact the storm
drain system.

* Dust abatement. Watering, preventative measures.

» Haz-mat and spills. Spill containment kits with equipment.
Process for spills larger than on-site crews can handle.

 Dewatering. Must have a permit to discharge to the storm
drain or approval from the owner/operator of ditches.

Effective BMPs
Concrete & Asphalt Cutting. Concrete sawing and asphalt cut-
ting slurry must be totally contained and not allowed to enter the
storm drain system. Designated concrete washouts.
